Many will say, “Start a prayer group 
and let’s pray for our nation,” but this turns into more 
busyness, coffee, and doughnuts.  Our problem is mostly 
“Self” on the throne of our hearts.  “The Bible teaches 
there are three enemies of the Christian: the world, flesh, 
and the devil.” There is only one answer and it is found 
through individual repentance, which can lead to church 
wide, and national repentance. There is no need to tell 
anyone this is what you are going to do, simply begin. 

Have this mindset  “ ‘Though None Go With Me,’ I will abide in Him Who is my Life.”   
 
The Bible teaches of “The Judgment Seat of Christ” in Romans 14:10, “But why do you 
judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all 
stand before the judgment seat of Christ.”
